I,  ___________________________________ as a condition of my enjoying the privileges of membership in Troop 72, agree to the following Code of Conduct in order to help ensure the safety and well being of my fellow Scouts and me, and to benefit the Troop as a whole.

I will live by the Scout Law and will:

Be Courteous:  Scouts will show respect to all adults and other Scouts.   Scouts will be attentive and quiet when others are speaking, especially at Troop Meetings.
Be Obedient:  Scouts will follow rules without argument.  (Opportunity will be given for Scouts to discuss disagreements).

Be Friendly:  Act in a manner respectful of the rights of others.  Make all Scouts welcome at Scout meetings and activities.

Be Kind:  Fighting, name-calling, loud arguing, physical or verbal abuse or hazing of any kind are strictly prohibited.

Be Cheerful:  Come to all meetings and outings with a positive attitude – ready to learn and participate.  NO WHINING!

Be Trustworthy:  Treat the property of others with respect.  No one may use or take others gear or property without specific approval of the owner.  No one shall enter another Scout’s tent without permission from the occupants.  No one shall leave a camp area, enter water or boats, or start a fire without the permission of an adult leader.   No Scout shall use any item as a weapon against another person or purposely do something that endangers the safety of others.

Be Clean: The use of illegal drugs, alcohol or tobacco products is prohibited.

If I am unable to do these things, I understand the following will occur:

    Troop Meetings
After the second warning during a Troop meeting my parents will be called to pick me up before the meeting is over.

After the second time I am sent home early from a meeting, I will lose the privilege of participating in a Scout outing.  My Scoutmaster will determine which outing that will be.

After the third time I am sent home from a meeting, I will lose the privilege of participating in two Scout outings and will be required to bring a parent with me to the next two Troop meetings.

If I am sent home early from a Troop meeting a fourth time during a school year, I will lose the privilege of attending summer camp with the Troop.

If my unacceptable behavior continues I may be asked to leave the Troop.

    Scout Outings
After the second warning during a Scout Outing I will be separated from the other Scouts and will not be allowed to further participate in the specific activity that was going on at the time of my misbehavior. 

After the second time that I am separated from an activity on a Scout Outing, my parents will be called and I will lose the privilege of participating in a future Scout Outing.  My Scoutmaster will determine which outing that will be.

If I am separated from an activity for a third time, my parents will be called and requested to pick me up and take me home early from the outing.  I will also lose the privilege of participating in a least two Scout outings.  My Scoutmaster will determine which outings those will be.

If I am sent home early on two Scout outings, I will lose the privilege of attending summer camp with the Troop.

If I continue to act inappropriately on outings after being sent home early on two occasions, I may be asked to leave the Troop.
